GBNA - It is our understanding that the Hinsdale Plan is a separate PBOD. Please confirm. Staff had
reinterpreted this, see COR changes.

Streetscape Concept

GBNA — We would like to see additional text added to his section that describes the unique
characteristics of this particular site to reinforce the fact that this site is NOT typical of the remainder of
the neighborhood. Agreed, see changes

Sidewalks

GBNA — Based on the text above, it seems separate diagrams should be provided for Glenwood, Peace,
and Hinsdale/Boylan sidewalks? Or text should be changed for sidewalks on Glenwood Agreed, see
changes

Street Trees
GBNA - Trees should be 30-0 o.c. maximum? Agreed, see changes

Building Facade
(shall?) Agreed, see changes

Building Materials

GBNA — In addition to vinyl siding, we would like to exclude vinyl siding, EIFS, DAEFS, concrete masonry
units, and concrete brick (protection against the unforeseen). Agreed, with clarification that no visible
concrete masonry blocks such as split face blocks will be used, and that precast or cast stone
masonry products are permissible.

GBNA - Please define intended roof materials (protection against the unforeseen).

Rooftop Terraces

GBNA — We would like to add text that terraces will not open onto or be visible from Boylan from within
the policy boundary (to be consistent with your drawing) Agreed, with clarification that no terraces will
face Boylan avenue, it being understood that there may be points on Boylan Ave where the rear of
the buildings will be visible.

Vehicular Parking Areas

GBNA — This seems taken from the streetscape plan — isn't all of your parking concealed behind buildings
— this text doesn't reflect that — please clarify. The language states that no parking will be in front of
any buildings on Hinsdale, Boylan, or Glenwood. Additional parking spaces at the rear of the lots
are behind buildings, but will be visible from portions of Boylan. The drive behind the buildings
on Hinsdale will end at Glenwood, but will be concealed behind a wall. See diagram.

Overhead Utilities
GBNA - Do you intend to bury utilities? All utilities servicing All utilities servicing and internal to the
project will be buried. See changes.

Street Lights
GBNA — To maintain the existing character of the neighborhood, streetlights should not be installed on
Hinsdale and Boylan. Agreed, see changes

Bicycle Parking
GBNA — To maintain the existing character of the neighborhood, bike racks should not be installed on
Hinsdale and Boylan. Agreed, see changes

Streetscape Implementation



GBNA — How is this section relevant? The wording in this section adopts the streetscape plan as
code.

Parking Strategy

GBNA — This should note that a minimum of (2) parking spaces per unit SHALL be provided. Agreed,
see changes

GBNA — We would like to have this statement clarified that the Hinsdale Plan recommends supporting
any modifications to on-street parking in the subject area IF evidenced by an official vote of the GBNA.
Agreed, see changes

GBNA - In the neighborhood meeting you noted that commercial parking will be provided regardless of
the PBOD. Please modify this note to reflect that statement This is addressed in the exhibit C
conditions. There are no commercial uses or parking permitted on the tract being rezoned, so it is
entered as a condition for subsequent site plans that include commercial uses on Peace.

Additional Height Reductions,

GBNA — With the 2-0 wall, this is 28.5” above sidewalk. This is 6’ taller than Serena’s.

This in one area where we are unable to comply, please see email.

Roof Slope «

GBNA - You might include your sketch and modify your note to read that the primary roof will slope down
to a continuous eave height on Hinsdale and Boylan. That way, it won’t impact dormers, etc. Agreed,
see changes
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
